1.05 Inareas whereinductiveinterference requires

cold-cathode tube-type ringing bridges, the
F1A ringer may be connected as shown in the
connection practices on ringer and relay type
subseriber sets-polarized ringing.

1.06 Standard ringing bridge limitations apply to
the use of this high impedance ringer.

1.07 The ringer is shipped with bias spring in

high (left) notch. The bias spring may be
placed in low notch when double tap is experienced
in CHIME position or when operation is not
satisfactory with bias spring in high notch. If
repositioning bias spring results in dial tap or poor
operation, check connections.

*Place BL strap on (1) whenever severe induction noise is
encountered.

Note: For tip party with 1000Q or 26509 identifying ground,
connect F1A ringer for tip party service and modify all telephone
sets associated with ringer for tip party identifying ground per
appropriate Bell System Practice. The telephone set ringer
may be permanently silenced per the Bell System Practice.
Ringerless telephone sets may use a 1610A or 1635A inductor
for tip party identifying ground.
